Location 
 

The Ammerdown Centre is set in the beautiful Somerset countryside 
and the peace and tranquillity of Ammerdown Park, three miles south 
of Radstock.  There are many places of interest nearby including Bath, 
Wells, Cheddar and Longleat. 
It lies in a square of land situated within the right angle of the A362 
Frome to Radstock road and the B3139 road to Wells.  Access is from 
the latter road through the park gates, flanked on either side by a 
gatehouse.  The Centre stands near Mr and Mrs Jolliffe’s private 
residence.  Some of the parkland and gardens and open to visitors.

The nearest main line station is Bath Spa.  From Bath bus station there 
is a regular bus service to Radstock.  From Radstock a taxi is available 
from Somer Taxis 01761 417700, Per Dindorp Taxis 01761 434343 or 
Radstock Taxis 01761 417166.

Facilities for Disabled People 
 

We have three bedrooms with en-suite toilet and shower rooms that have 
been specially fitted for wheelchair users.  All communal spaces are also 
easily accessible to wheelchairs, and there are two additional disabled 
toilets in the main Centre. 
One of the bedrooms is on the 1st floor, but is easily accessible via the lift. 

 

Catering 
 

Guests who do not self-cater can choose Full Board, Supper, Bed and 
Breakfast or Bed and Breakfast .  All food is freshly prepared and cooked 
on the premises. 
If notified in advance the kitchen can cater for vegetarians and vegans.   
If notified in advance, the kitchen can also cater for vegan, dairy free and/or 
gluten free diets but a surcharge of £5.00 per day will apply in order to 
cover the extra costs.  Unfortunately the kitchen cannot cater for severe 
food allergies such as nuts or seafood.

Private Guests have access to all communal spaces within the Centre, 
which include the bar/lounge, the dining room, the library, the TV room 
(with internet access) and the Chapel.
